Vehicles must be in Four-Wheel Drive-

5 Pullers and Pit Crew under the age of 18 years old will need to have a parent/quardian
signature on waiver form- No one under 16 years old allowed to pull or be in the pit area-
Subject to Judges approval-

I-D- will be required for anyone appearing under 25 years of age: NO EXCEPTIONS!!
Contestants must pull at assigned position within 3 minutes of time the sled is ready-

Officials may move contestant to last position due to mechanical trouble-

Maximum height of hookup and pulling point cannot exceed 26” to top of drawbar-

10+ Drawbar must be ridged in all directions (may be adjustable)- Hitch will be measured at the
hook point-

77-  All pulls must start with a tight hitch- No jerking of the sled- Two consecutive attempts
to start the sled will be allowed if not pulled beyond 100 feet on first attempt- All pullers
must furnish their own clevis or 3” hook hole-

72 All vehicles must have working brakes:

13- No chains, studded tires, or welded shocks allowed-

74+ Pull will be disqualified if vehicle runs out of bounds-

15- Vehicle must stop immediately upon signal from track flagman-
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A pull official must be present at the scale: All trucks must be weighed with the driver-
Driver must wear a seatbelt or restraint system-

No passengers allowed-

No fuel tanks, pumps, or lines in the driver compartment unless factory installed-

Must have pickup box, hood, fenders, doors, windshield, and rear window-

Motor must match pickup make:

OEM fuel systems only-

No weight bars on front- Vehicle must have front bumper, and added weight must be in
pickup box-

No solid or blocked suspension or ladder bars- Must be on springs- Lift kits allowed- Must
use stock frame & running gear-

Must pull from rear bumper or trailer hitch-

Driver must be in control of truck at all times!

The officials and pull sponsors will deal with any un-sportsmanlike conduct as needed- (ZERO
TOLERANCE!)

The decisions of the judges are final- NO WHINING!
